The refusal of
theSIT tobasetheir investigation
onFIRisafailuretorecognizethe
rights of the family to register a
complaintinrespectofcognizable
offenceasprovidedunderlaw.”
Theletterfurtherstated,“We

fear this angle of investigation
will reiterate IIT Bombay's
Interim Report where they put
blameonDarshan'smerit,ignor-
ing possible atrocities that he
mighthaveendured.”
TweetingapictureofSolanki,

APPSC, IIT Bombay, wrote:
“Darshanwouldhave turned19
today, if the institutehad imple-

mentedallthepoliciesmandated
by law, reservation in faculty,
mentalhealthsupport,sensitisa-
tion of savarnas, proper griev-
anceredressalmechanismetc.IIT
Bombayhasfailedyou.#justice-
fordarshansolanki.”
Solanki's family has alleged

that caste-baseddiscrimination
againsthimoncampuscouldhave
been the reason behind the
teenager'sdeath. Solanki's father
Rameshbhai, a native of
Ahmedabad inGujarat,was di-
rected to approach the Special
InvestigationTeam(SIT) formed
by the state to probe the case.
Despite Solanki's familymeeting
the JointCommissionerof Police,
who ispart of theSIT, last Friday,
theFIRwasnotregistered.

Mumbai; The Brihanmumbai
MunicipalCorporation(BMC) is
settoimplementanewmethod-
ology to fill potholes during
monsoon this year.

around the fort, where nearly
3,000 people lived, but dilapi-
datedconditionof the fortposed
athreattoresidents.
OverlookingtheArabianSea,

theMahimFortissaidtobecon-
structed by the descendants of
KingBhimdeva,whoestablished
his capital atMahikavati–pres-
entdayMahim–inthe13thcen-
tury.Despite being enlisted as a
Heritage Structure by the state
government, the fort shows
signsofmultiplestructuraldam-
agesdue tonegligence.
Underitsfortrestorationproj-

ect, theBMCaims to renovateall
thefortsinMumbaitomakethem
suitablefortourism.

“The encroachment inside
the fort started in 1970s and
many shantieswere created by
using concrete foundation.
Theseaffectedthecorestrength
of this structure sowe decided
toremovethem,”saidanofficial.
The official said following a

survey,263of267familiesqual-
ified for rehabilitation, adding
the the civic body has initiated
the rehabilitation process un-
der Slum Rehabilitation
Authority (SRA) scheme.
“Wewillrepairandreengineer

thedilapidatedpartsandtrytore-
store its outlook as close to the
original.wearealsoexploringthe
possibility of a light and sound
show,”theofficialsaid.
